1. GIFT.  The Donor irrevocably gives, delivers, transfers and assigns to TFA all rights, title and interest in the property described above and understands that these assets shall become the property of TFA who shall have the sole legal right to determine their disposition.    All gifts, bequests, and devises to this Fund are subject to acceptance by the Executive Council on behalf of TFA and shall be irrevocable once accepted by TFA.

2. “A RESTRICTED GIFT TO THE SCHOLARSHIP FUND” means that a gift to this fund shall be used to provide scholarships to students of TFA members who apply each year.  TFA reserves the exclusive right to choose specific scholarship winners using guidelines established by the TFA Scholarship Committee, the Executive Council and the TFA body.  Unless gifts are more than $500, funds given to the scholarship fund will distributed in the same year that they are received.  For the purposes of these gifts only, the ‘year’ concludes at the TFA State Tournament.  Any funds given for scholarships after March 1 will be awarded at the following year’s TFA State Tournament.  In the event that enough qualified candidates do not apply for the scholarship, the funds will be carried over to the next year. 
3. ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS.  Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, TFA shall hold all donations, and all contributions to the scholarship funds, subject to the provisions of the applicable Texas laws and the Constitution and Bylaws of TFA.
4. NOT A SEPARATE TRUST.  All money and property donated to TFA on an unrestricted basis shall be held as part of the general assets of TFA.  Any donation to TFA scholarship fund shall be held as a restricted asset of TFA, but not segregated as a separate trust or account.

5. ACCOUNTING.  The receipts and disbursements of the scholarship funds shall be accounted for separately and apart from those of other gifts to TFA.

6. INVESTMENT OF FUNDS.  TFA shall have all powers necessary, or in its sole discretion desirable, to carry out the purposes of the non-scholarship gifts, including, but not limited to, the power to retain, invest, and reinvest the funds and the power to commingle the funds with those of other funds held by TFA for investment purposes.

7. COSTS OF THE FUND.  Any costs to TFA in accepting, transferring, or managing property donated to TFA shall also be paid from the respective funds.
8. SPECIFIC LEVELS of DONATION.  TFA sets forth the following levels of sponsors and benefits of each level.  Sponsorship levels shall be determined by the total amount of the gift and will be recognized at the highest possible donor level given the amount donated.  

a. First Level – $500
